From the Pastor’s Desk
Dear Parishioners

You may have a different experience, but | would
say that “my” Lent moved along so quickly. It seems
as if Ash Wednesday were just yesterday and here
we find ourselves at the beginning of Holy Week. |
encourage everyone to participate as fully as possibly
in the liturgies of this week. The rites of these days
are so extraordinarily distinctive that they move the
heart and mind in ways that no other subject can.

The great Saint John Chrysostom reflects on the
significance of this week above all others:

We call the week great, not because it has a
greater number of hours—nor because it has more
days, there being the same number of days in this
and the other weeks, or course. So why do we call
this week great? Because in it many ineffable good
things come our way: in it protracted war is concluded,
death is eliminated, curses are lifted, the devil's
tyranny is relaxed, his pomps are despoiled, the
reconciliation of God and man is achieved, heaven is
made accessible, human beings are brought to
resemble angels, those things that were at odds are
united, the wall is laid low, the bar removed, the God
of peace having brought peace to things on high and
things on earth. This, then, is the reason we call the
week great, because in it the Lord lavished on us
such a plethora of gifts. This is the reason many
people intensify their fasting as well as their sacred
watching and vigils, and practice almsgiving, thus
showing by their behavior the regard they have for the
week. After all, since the Lord in this week has
regaled us with such great goods, how are we too not
obliged to demonstrate our reverence and regard as
far as we can?

May our parish family demonstrate its reverence
and regard!

Who is my neighbor? Jean Marie is 2 years old and
lost both her parents when the earthquake struck in
Haiti. Now she cries at night, wondering where her
parents went and who will care for her. Prossy is a
14-year-old girl, who cares for her younger siblings in
Luweero, Uganda. Her parents are both dead. They
could not afford the medicines that would have kept
them alive to care for their children. John (his name
has been changed to protect his identity) is a 48-year-
old man with Down syndrome who lived with his
loving parents until each of them died. He was the
one who came home to discover their lifeless bodies.
Now he resides at the Visitation Home in Yardville,
where he is cared for and surrounded by loving,
supportive friends and staff.

These are our neighbors whom we are called to care
for. In the Gospel, Jesus described the Good
Samaritan as the only one who stopped along the
road to give aid to the man who had been beaten and
robbed. So are we called to be good neighbors to
those we see suffering in our world. We can't all travel
to Uganda to work with the poor; we can't all fly to
Haiti to help rebuild that devastated and desperately
poor country; and we are not all called to work with
the developmentally disabled. But through your
generosity to the Neighbor to Neighbor campaign, you
can be a good Samaritan and assist those who are in
those places being the hands and feet of Christ.
Please be as generous as you can.

HOLY WEEK

Palm Sunday
“Hosanna! Blessed is he who comes in the name of the Lord!” Mark 11:9
We begin the holiest week of the year with a triumphant shout of praise to Jesus, the son of David.
But on this day we also recall in the gospel reading Jesus’ suffering and death on a cross. Thus, the
two names by which this first day of holy week is known are Palm Sunday and Passion Sunday.

The Sacred Triduum :
The Triduum is the Church’s three-day celebration of the death and resurrection of Christ that encompasses Holy
Thursday, Good Friday and Easter. Triduum means “three days.” The Triduum commemorates the passion, death,
and resurrection of Jesus Christ. Because Jesus was willing to die for our sins and was resurrected, death is no
longer the end of life for us. It is the beginning of new life.

Holy Thursday
“Do this in remembrance of me.” 1 Corinthians 11:24
The Triduum begins with the Mass of the Lord’s Supper. It commemorates the institution of
the Eucharist and the Priesthood, as well as Jesus’ command of love and service. The
Sacred Scripture we hear this night retells the story of the first Passover meal as the
Israelites prepared
for their journey out of slavery in Egypt. So, too, Jesus prepared us for our journey out of
the slavery of sin as he ate his final meal with His disciples. This night we also recall in the
Gospel that Jesus, although Master and Lord, came to serve and not to be served. This
commandment
to love and service He expressed through the washing of the apostles’ feet. This is
recalled during the Mass in a rite called the Mandatum (command). In a special way, this
night celebrates the institution of the Priesthood. Jesus gave the gift of the Priesthood to
his Church on the night before he died, when He commanded the apostles, “Do this in
remembrance of me.” We end this night by keeping watch with Jesus, still present with us in the gift of the Blessed
Sacrament. Night prayer will conclude this period of adoration at 10:45 p.m.
Good Friday

"Father, into your hands | commend my spirit." Luke 23:46
Good Friday is a celebration of the passion, the suffering, and death of Jesus. Because
this event won salvation for sinners, the day is called “Good”, and the liturgy reflects on
love as much as on loss. We are reminded of the full weight of our sin, even as we are
lifted up by the incomparable measure of God’s love. Mass is not celebrated this day, but
the Church’s liturgy consists in a celebration of the Word, veneration of the cross, and the
reception of communion.

Easter Vigil

He The Triduum reaches its climax at the Easter Vigil. If there is one Mass in which Catholics

h » important celebration of the year. The Easter Vigil has four parts. It begins with a service of
Senl light. The community gathers in darkness to hear that Christ is our light, shattering the
~ darkness of sin. The Paschal Candle is lit from the blessed fire and carried into the darkened
"\"\% church, as the Deacon proclaims, “Christ, our light.” We respond, ‘Thanks be to God.” The
T/ L4 second part of the Vigil is the Liturgy of the Word, which provides an overview of salvation
history. The liturgy of baptism follows. This year, a catechumen will be baptized and two
candidates will come into full communion in the Church. The entire assembly renews its
baptismal promises. Together we will pledge our faith in the resurrection and promise to
follow Christ more closely. The Vigil's final part is the Liturgy of the Eucharist, during which

the new Catholics will join us in the Eucharist for the very first time.
